GLOSSARY OF TERMS 

 

Asynchronous Learning is referred to as independent learning. Students learn the same 
content at different times and locations without the presence of the teacher or classmates. 
 
Synchronous Learning is referenced to as real-time learning. Students are presented content 
information at the same time whether in person or virtual and in the presence of the teacher and 
classmates. 
 
Google Suite is the Learning Management System (LMS) used by Sumter School District.  
The tools found in Google Suite allow students and teachers to collaborate in real time to create 
documents, presentations, surveys, spreadsheets, and even websites. All tools are free, ad-free, 
reliable, and secure. 
 
Google Classroom is a class-organization platform found inside Google Suite that allows 
students to access everything they need for a class, including homework assignments, group 
projects, files, and Google Meet. 
 
Google Meet is a video platform found inside the Google Suite that allows students to 
interact with their teacher and classmates during live (synchronous) meetings. 
 
Hybrid Learning is the delivery of high-quality rigorous instruction by certified teachers to 
students in both small in-person groups and remote distance learning using real-time video, 
electronic resources, and technology equipment. 
 
LEAP (Learn, Evaluate, Analyze, Prepare) is in-person optional instructional days prior to the start 
of school designed to assess, plan, and assist studentsô academic needs in grades pre-K through 
8th. 
 
Virtual Learning is the delivery of high-quality rigorous instruction by certified teachers to 
students from remote distancing using real-time video, electronic resources, and technology 
equipment. 
 
Virtual Attendance refers to the delivery of instructional content that does not occur in a 
physical classroom, on school grounds, or school property. This includes instruction provided via an 
online or electronic platform, as well as instruction provided in a physical offsite location via learning 
packets.

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Minimizing COVID- 19 Spread 
 

Will my child be required to wear a face mask? 

Students and staff in South Carolina public schools must wear a face covering upon entering a school building, 

moving through hallways, during carpool/bus drop off or pickup, and when social distancing is not possible or 

optimal. Student face coverings may be removed upon teacher or administrator direction while in the classroom or 

during special activities outside the classroom. 

 

Students who should NOT be required to wear face coverings: 

Å those younger than two years old; 

Å those who have trouble breathing; 

Å those unable to remove the covering without assistance; and/or 

Å those with special healthcare or educational needs as determined by an Individualized Education 

 Program (IEP), 504 Accommodations Plan, or an individual student healthcare plan, or by a medical 

 doctor.  

Additional considerations: 

Å Younger students (pre-kindergarten-2nd grade) 

Å Students, teachers, and staff with severe asthma or other breathing difficulties 

Å Students, teachers, and staff with special educational or healthcare needs 

Staff members, including bus drivers, who have trouble breathing and/or those with special healthcare needs as 

noted by a medical doctor should NOT be required to wear face coverings. Students will receive two reusable face 

masks when they return to school. All face masks must adhere to Sumter School District Dress Code.  No 

inappropriate symbols, pictures, language, or messages can be displayed. 

CDC Reference Site 

Schools should take the following steps to help keep students and staff from getting sick. These steps should be 

followed ALL the time, and not only during a pandemic. 

a. Encourage respiratory etiquette by providing staff and students: 

1.  education and reminders about covering coughs and sneezes, and 

2.  easy access to tissues and running water and soap or alcohol-based hand cleaners. 

b. Remind staff and students to practice good hand hygiene and provide the time and supplies for students and 

staff to wash their hands when needed. 

c. Send sick students and staff home. Advise students, staff, and families that sick individuals should stay at home 

until at least 24 hours after they no longer have a fever or signs of a fever. This should be determined without the 

use of fever-reducing medicines (any medicine that contains ibuprofen or acetaminophen). They should stay 

home until at least 24 hours after they no longer have a fever even if they are using antiviral medicine. 

d. Clean surfaces and items that are more likely to have frequent hand contact with cleaning agents that are usually 

used in these areas. Additional disinfection beyond routine cleaning is not recommended.  

e. Move students and staff who become sick at school to a separate room until they can be sent home. Limit the 

number of staff who take care of the sick individual and provide a surgical mask for the sick individual to wear if 

he/she can tolerate it. 

f. Have Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) such as masks available and ensure it is worn by school nurses and 

other staff caring for sick individuals at school. 

g. Encourage sick students and staff at higher risk of complications from flu to get a medical evaluation as soon as 

possible.

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Restroom Breaks 

 

1. Post signage reminding students and staff about physical distancing in prominent locations 

throughout each school campus. 

2. Schedule and stagger restroom time used by groups of students to the extent practicable, and/or 

assign certain groups of students to use certain restrooms.  

3. Teach and reinforce proper hand washing techniques, how to avoid contact with oneôs eyes, 

nose, and mouth, and how to cover coughs and sneezes.  

4. Post signage in high visibility areas to remind students and staff of proper techniques for hand 

washing and covering coughs and sneezes and other prevention measures.  

5. Ensure adequate supplies to support healthy hygiene behaviors, including soap, tissues, no-

touch trash cans, face coverings, and hand sanitizers (with at least 60 percent ethyl alcohol) for 

staff and students who can safely use hand sanitizer.  

6. Minimize the sharing of supplies and equipment among staff and students to the extent feasible. 

When items must be shared, clean and disinfect items between uses.  

7. Minimize staff and student contact with high-touch surfaces (e.g., propping open building or 

room doors, particularly at arrival and departure times). 

 

Cleaning and Maintenance 

 

At least daily, and more frequently if feasible, clean and disinfect frequently touched hard surfaces 

(e.g., tables, desks, chairs, door handles, light switches, phones, copy/fax machines, bathroom 

surfaces (toilets, countertops, faucets), and playground equipment) and shared objects (toys, 

games, art supplies, books) pursuant to CDC guidance.  

 

1. Only use cleaning products approved by the District. 

2. Ensure proper ventilation during cleaning and disinfecting. Introduce fresh outdoor air as much 

as possible, for example, by opening windows where practicable. When cleaning, air out space 

before students arrive; plan to do a thorough cleaning when students are not present. If using air 

conditioning, use the setting that brings in fresh air.  

3. After an illness, limit access to areas used by the sick person (e.g. a studentôs desk or a staff 

memberôs office) until cleaned and disinfected. 

4. Limit the use of items that are difficult to clean and sanitize.   

5. Establish a cleaning and disinfecting schedule to avoid both under- and over-use of cleaning 

products.

Does my child have to attend each 

session? 

¶ Student attendance during the live sessions is mandatory. 

¶ Student attendance will be recorded at the beginning of each class, period, or block.  

¶ Live sessions will be recorded and made accessible to all students.  A student with an excused 
absence may view the recorded session and complete required assignments. 

¶ Student attendance will also be monitored by tracking online coursework and submissions of 
assignments/assessments. 

¶ Parents/guardians will be contacted by the teacher and/or school counselor after two consecutive 
absences. 

¶ Three consecutive unlawful absences or five overall is truancy. An Attendance Intervention Plan 
(AIP) may be triggered at that point. 

¶ Students must submit work assignments weekly regardless of the studentôs pacing and absences 
unless arrangements have been made with school staff. 

¶ School staff will contact students and parents as needed when there are issues with attendance and 
if students appear to be disengaged or making unsatisfactory progress in their class sessions. 

Virtual Learning 
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How will my child be taught during virtual learning? 

 

¶ Students will receive live (synchronous) and independent (asynchronous) instruction aligned to 
South Carolina College and Career Ready Standards. 

¶ Students will use Google Meet for daily live instruction and Google Classroom for each of their 
scheduled classes. 

¶ Students will receive a class code for their Google Classroom(s). 

¶ Students are expected to participate in classroom discussions, small group work, virtual break-
out sessions, as well as virtual chat and engage with the teachers throughout the entire virtual 
lessons. 

¶ Students will have an opportunity for additional live teacher support during scheduled Student 
Support and Enrichment. 

 

How will my child be graded during virtual learning? 
 

¶ The Sumter School District Grading Policy will be used during virtual learning. 

¶ Student grades will be documented on progress reports and report cards and shared in the 

Parent Portal. 

 

¶ Parents are encouraged to use the Parent Portal to monitor completion of assignments and 
grades. 

 

¶ Students are expected to complete the number of required assignments as outlined by school 
staff in order to receive the best grade possible. Missing assignments will negatively impact 
student grading. 

 

¶ Students are expected to meet assignment deadlines. Late assignments will cause students to 
lose points in grading. 

 

¶ Students may be given opportunities to revise and resubmit assignments or retest based on the 
discretion of school staff.   

 

¶ At any point, both parents and students are free to communicate with school staff regarding 
questions or concerns about grading.   

 

How much assistance should I give my child? 

¶ Students will submit their own work for assignments/assessments. 

¶ Students will use content from the internet or published sources in the appropriate manner. 

¶ Students will use citations to reference work that has been published by someone else. 

¶ Parents and guardians are asked to supervise students along with school staff to promote 

academic integrity.  
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Transitioning into the Building   

What measures are being taken to ensure it is safe for my child to return to school? 

Sumter School District will always make student, teacher, and staff safety the first priority.  School 

custodial staff works tirelessly after the school day to disinfect classrooms, restrooms, and common 

areas. 

 

Physical  Distancing 

1. Each principal will make every effort to socially distance students in order to maximize safety. 

2. Communicate with all staff and families regarding physical distancing requirements and 

recommendations.  

3. Train staff and students on protocols for physical distancing for both indoor and outdoor 

spaces.  

4. Seating charts are required and will be adhered to in EVERY classroom, on EVERY bus, at 

lunch, and in EVERY room.  

5. Post signage reminding students and staff about physical distancing in prominent locations 

throughout each school campus.   

6. Allow only necessary visitors and volunteers on the campus and limit the number of students 

and staff who come into contact with them. 

 

Arrival 

Minimize close contact between students, staff, families, and visitors at arrival and departure 

through the following methods:  

1. Designate routes for entry and exit by using as many entrances and exits as can be supervised 

appropriately to decrease crowding at entry and exit points. 

2. Place markings on the ground to facilitate physical distancing of six feet or more at all school 

entry and exit points and crosswalks near the school. 

3. Maximize physical distancing between students at bus loading and unloading areas by placing 

ground markings at bus stops.  

4. Instruct bus drivers to dismiss students one at a time with six feet between them, when dropping 

off or picking up students.  

5. When in-person drop-off or pick-up is needed, only a single parent or caregiver should enter the 

facility to pick up or drop off the child.   

6. Require each adult who enters the campus for in-person pick-up or drop-off to wear a face 

covering.  

7. Provide supervision to disperse student gatherings during school arrival.  
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coverings at school and on the bus and social distancing. 

2. Seats will be marked to indicate appropriateness for seating. 

3. Seating charts are required and will be adhered to on EVERY bus. Students must sit in assigned 

seats that will be identified with name tags/yellow markings. 

4. Students must remain seated at all times. 

5. Students must keep hands, feet, etc. out of the aisle and windows. 

6. Students will not adjust windows, air vents, etc. 

7. Students will not share clothing, listening devices, phones, etc. 

8. Students will not throw objects. 

Exiting the Bus 

1. Students will exit the bus one at a time with a minimum of three seats between them and will be 

prompted to move with the driverôs instructions. 

2. Students will keep hands, feet, etc. out of the aisle when exiting the bus. 

School Bus Sanitation between Routes 

1. Drivers will disinfect the bus after each route including high touch surface areas. 

2. Buses will be thoroughly cleaned and disinfected daily and after transporting an individual who 

exhibits COVID-19 symptoms. 

Afternoon Loading at Schools 

1. Students will load the bus one at a time with a minimum of three seats between them and will be 

prompted to move with the driverôs instructions. 

2. Students must sit in assigned seats that will be identified with name tags.  

3. Students will keep hands, feet, etc. out of the aisle. 

 

Exiting the Bus in the Afternoon 

1. Students will exit the bus one at a time with a minimum of three seats between them and will be 

prompted to move with the driverôs instructions. 

2. Seated students will keep hands and feet out of the aisle when others are exiting the bus. 
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What are the behavioral expectations for my child during virtual learning? 

¶ Students are expected to follow class session norms established by the teacher. 

¶ Students are expected to follow the Sumter School District Code of Conduct. 

¶ Students are expected to reach out to school staff if they receive communication that is not 

positive or respectful.   

¶ Students are encouraged to use the districtôs anonymous electronic reporting safety/bullying 

system to report any incident of bullying.  Parents may find more information at this link.  Bullying 

will not be tolerated.   

¶ Students who fail to meet behavioral expectations will be addressed according to school 

protocols, which may include various consequences for behavior.   

¶ Students may also be referred to the Multi-Tiered System of Supports (MTSS) team for continued 

support, intervention, and monitoring.  

¶ Students will follow the Sumter School District Dress Code and be appropriately dressed during 

all virtual lessons. 

¶ Students are not required to wear school uniforms during virtual class sessions. 

 

What training and resources are available to me as a parent/guardian? 

Sumter School District administrators, staff, and teachers are dedicated to providing a safe and 

inclusive classroom community that fosters positive relationships. Virtual parent sessions will be 

available on topics such as:   

¶ Google Classroom 

¶ Google Meet 

¶ Parent Portal 

¶ Internet Safety Tips 

¶ How to Access Online Textbooks 

¶ Chromebook 101 (Clever) 

What should I do as a parent/guardian if my child is having trouble completing assignments 

or if my child is completing his/her work but needs extended learning? 

¶ Student Support and Enrichment will be used to provide additional academic assistance after 

class sessions. Support sessions will be scheduled by school staff; however, students and 

parents are free to request this as well.   

¶ Students who are struggling may require more intensive support in the form of academic 

intervention. Support may involve additional small group instruction and progress monitoring 

assessment.  If there is a need for additional interventions and/or support, the student can be 

referred to the Multi-Tiered System of Supports (MTSS) team for continued support, 

interventions, and monitoring.

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How will I as a parent/guardian receive information, and how can I contact the school? 

¶ Sumter School District promotes courteous and respectful communication to encourage an open 

minded exchange of ideas and information between students, families, and staff related to 

achievement, organization, and/or behavior. 

¶ All parents/guardians are asked to provide the school with a current telephone number and email 

address. 

¶ Telephone and email communication or Google Meet will be used for extended discussion 

related to student performance and/or well-being. 

¶ School staff will provide parents/guardians with contact information for each teacher, counselor, 

administrator, and other support staff including their email addresses and telephone extensions. 

¶ Parents are encouraged to visit the Sumter School District Website, individual school websites, 

and the Sumter School District Facebook page for continuously updated information. 

 

How can my child get a district-issued Chromebook? 

¶ Sumter School Districtôs One-to-Global initiative provides a technology device for each student in 

grades kindergarten through twelfth grade. 

¶ Students and parents without a district-issued Chromebook may check one out during scheduled 

dates at their childôs home school.   

¶ A students who is new to the district will be notified when his/her district-issued Chromebook is 

ready for pickup. 

¶ Students who are having issues with technology will be provided with avenues to contact the 

school media specialist or Chromebook manager for technical support.  This will include issues 

with internet, applications, software, and technology tools. 

 

Will my child be able to receive district provided meals? 

¶ Sumter School District will provide weekly meals on Wednesdays at scheduled locations. 

¶ School buses will be used to support the delivery of school meals.

What additional support will my child receive? 

¶ Students identified as special needs with an IEP or a 504 plan may participate in additional class 

sessions designed to provide supplemental instruction to meet goals.

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Transportation Standard Operating Procedures  

Will transportation be provided for students? 

Transportation will be provided for students who attend school within their attendance zones.   

Students will receive special transportation as determined in their Individual Education Program.  All 

safety protocols will be followed as outlined.  

* Ensure at least six feet of distance between the bus driver and students when seated. These 

may include the use of physical partitions or visual cues (e.g., floor decals, colored tape, or signs 

to indicate to students where they should not sit or stand near the bus operator).  

* Ensure bus drivers and students are wearing face coverings at all times while waiting and riding 

on buses.  

* Maximize physical distancing between students on the bus by limiting available seats to the 

extent practicable (e.g., every other row available for seating).  

* Students from the same family and/or the same classroom should be instructed to sit together 

whenever possible to minimize exposure to new contacts.  

* Buses will be thoroughly cleaned and disinfected daily and in between routes. 

 

Loading the Bus 

1. Face coverings (defined as face-shield or face-mask) are required for drivers and students.  

2. Students should stand safely at their bus stop 10 minutes prior to scheduled arrival time. 

3. Students should adhere to the social distancing protocols while standing at their bus stops. 

4. Students should load in a safe manner to avoid crowding the service door.
